the endangered American Chestnut is making a comeback

Y in the Atlanta BeltLine Arboretum. The Foundation is

ISDELL FAMILY an “ongoing sponsor” of this project, including research,
site selection and preparation, planting and 10 years of
maintenance for these chestnuts.

Trees Atlanta planted over 100 chestnuts in March, partnering with the Atlanta BeltLine, GDOT,

Park Pride, and The American Chestnut Foundation. Once these seedlings have reached 3 to 4 years old,

they will be inoculated with the chestnut blight. If they survive, pollen and seeds will be collected from

them for future study.

[funny aside]
Before the chestnuts were planted, they were stored in a cooler in the Trees Atlanta refrigerator and labeled
“Chestnuts. Do not roast.”

A Better Chestnut @ American Chestnuts once were the dominant tree species in the

Appalachians. Many were preemptively harvested for timber. A blight originating in Asia killed nearly all
of the remaining chestnuts. The American Chestnut Foundation is working to cross American Chestnuts
with Chinese Chestnuts. Over generations, we hope to develop trees that are almost completely
American in genetic makeup, but still retain the blight resistant gene from the Chinese Chestnut.
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Trees Atlanta is a nationally recognized citizens group dedicated to protecting cahond
and improving Atlanta’s urban environment by planting, conserving and educating.

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Marcia Bansley Retires
After 26 Years at Helm of Trees Atlanta

“Marcia Bansley
was there at the beginning of

Trees Atlanta,” says Board President,
C. Edward Dobbs. “She has devoted
26 years of her life to building it

into one of the premiere tree plant-
ing and preservation organiza-

tions in the United States.”

Marcia leaves behind a legacy
of over 81,000 hardwood trees in
the nation’s fastest growing urban
area! Not bad for a city that was
losing up to 50 acres of trees a day
to development in the go-go days
of the1980s and 1990s.

A fearless leader and tireless

advocate, Marcia Bansley once stood
down a bulldozer to save trees. She also stood up against the billboard lobby and
developers who howled against tree protection ordinances she originated with her
lawyer friends. An attorney herself and graduate of Emory’s School of Law, she had
run a family firm for 10 years before turning to trees. Over time, Marcia converted
those same developers and they joined Trees Atlanta’s list of supporters and friends.
A surgeon’s daughter and onetime debutante, Marcia is,unstoppable. She has
spent a lifetime moving from one trouble spot to another to protect her beloved
“city in a forest.” Smiling and speaking'Southern, she collected checks, made
headlines as “Atlanta’s Tree Lady,” aided in the creation of spinoffs both near
(Trees Columbus and Trees Covington) and far (Trees New York and Trees Utah),
was a charter member of the Georgia Urban Forestry Council and co-founder of
the National Alliance for Community Trees, to name just a few accomplishments!
After her departure in May, Marcia will pursue the study of architecture
and develop her growing practice as an international non-profit consultant and
“Appleseed” advocate to the world! A perfect moniker!
Thankfully, Marcia Bansley will also continue to be involved with Trees Atlanta

as an advocate and fundraiser, as Connie Veates steps in as Interim Director.
